Abstract :
A large number of plant species have been used by mankind for the treatment of
various ailments in India for as long as history has been recorded. Assam is one
of the richest biodiversity regions for ethnomedicinal plants. This study was carried
out from September 2017 to May 2018 in three areas namely Naocholia and
Modhuting of Duliajan and Bahadur Chariali of Itakhuli Block of Tinsukia district
of Assam. In this study an attempt has been made to find out the traditional
beliefs and practices relating to health care system with phytomedicines among
the Nepali people of Assam. The methodology applied for conducting this study
comprised of interviews with semi-structured questionnaire, surveys and
discussions with local practitioners, elderly persons and medical officers.
Discussions were made to obtain more specific and accurate data of the local
names of plants, plant parts used, method of preparations of drugs and use of
doses for the treatment of various ailments. Over all 47plants were recorded
belonging to 42 genera and 32 families were found to be used by Lh._a said people.
Maximum number of plants are used for the treatment ‘mf abdominal pmhlr:r_n.
eastrointestinal disorder, diarrhea and dysentery, fever, high blood pressure, ‘skm

Traditional Attire of Mishing Tribe of Assam and
their methods of weaving

Abstract :

Tha Mishing tribe is one of the most colourful tribe of North-East India and the second
largest plain tribe of Assam, mostly fuound in Upper Assam. Residing along the bank of river
Brahmaputra, the Mishing people are culturally rich ethnic tribe of Assam having traditional
customs, attires and festivals. Like different communities of Assam, the Mishing tribe also
have their own traditional dresses which gives them their identity. The id entity of the Mishing
as a distinct ethnic community is found deeply with traditional dresses and folk cultures. As
dress is a marked characteristic of any culture and with their specialty a particular tribe can
be easily identified. Same way the distinct costumes give a particular identity to the Mishing
people. The costumes are woven by women of the community and they weave all sorts of
clothes for the members of the family. High quality clothes are produced by Mishing women
from coarse threads of cotton as special scarf; that is known throughout the region as Mirigin,
are widely adorned. The traditional dresses of the Mishing are Yambe, Riwigacheng, Ege for
women and MibuGaluk, Tongali and Gonsoo for the men. For weaving all the costumes, various
methads, are used, which will be discussed in the paper The paper deals with the different
costumes worn by the Mishing tribe, methods of weaving and traditional jewelleries worn
ooth by the men and women folk of the cammuhity. .

The Mishings (Miri) are one of the most colourful tribes of north — east India. They
are also ope of the Major communities of Assan The Mishing now résiding in the riverine
areas of upper Assam are originally a hilt tribe inhabiting the Abor, Miri and Mishimi hills of
present-day Arunachal. They came down to the plains in small numbers presiding the advent
of Sukapha in early past of the thirteenth century. The cause of migration of the Mishings
to the valleys is not known clearly. There is no recorded history, reliable accounts, supported
by factual evidence analysing the cause of nErradon of the Mishings. However, It can be
guessed that the economic reason is the main cause of migration of this peace-loving
community of various sub — tribes now known as Mishings, to the plains. They accupy
